INSTRUCTIONS

INTRODUCTION

Thank you for purchasing a HNT Gordon
kit plane. You are about to start a very
satisfying woodwork project which, on
completion, will be a valuable addition 10
your tool collection.

These instructions will guide you through
the construction of a HNT Gordon Block ar
Jack plane. Please read carefully before
you start,

ADDITIONAL MATERIALS
REQUIRED

* Good quality PVA glue. (Recommend
Garrett Wade 202 GF glue from Anton
Gerner Furniture Ph (03 98132422)

» Commercial oil or wax finish

» Suitable screw to attach wood knob

TOOLS REQUIRED

* Two small clamps or a bench vice
* Small chisel

+ Hand saw or hack saw

» Small flat file

» Half round rasp

+ 180 -240 grit sand paper

* Small hammer

Special Note: Before gluing the plane
together do not allow the wood bady to be
exposed to direct sunlight for exrended
periods, as this will cause the wood surface
to oxidize making it difficult to glue
satisfactorily. Signs of oxidization are the
surface turning bright red.

CONSTRUCTION STEPS

1. Ensure you have all your componenis as
shown in Fig 1. If not contact your
distributor for assistance.

2. Using the dowel rod provided cut it up
into 8 even pieces, Using these dowels rods
assemble the plane body without glue until
you are satisfied it is correct as shown

in fig 2. Dowel rods should fit loosely into
holes for ease of construction and glue
penetration.

Note: Ensure the recessed hole {as shown
above in fig 2) is above the dowel hales on
hath sides of the plane, and the recess is on
the outside of the plane.

3. Once you are sure the body parts are
correctly assembled. remove one side at a
time and glue into position as follows:

a. Put a little glue on each dowel and fit
them part way through the side section.

b. Apply and even layer of glue to the
mner front and back sections of the plane
body. then fit the side into position.
Allow dowels to protrude slightly for a
better finish.

c. Repeat for the other side.

d. Apply two clamps to hold the joints
firm until the glue dres.

Note: Over tightening the clamps will starve
the joint of glue.

4. You can remove the clamps after the
recommended glue drying time: however,
leaving it clamped over night is probably
prudent, particularly in colder conditions
below 20°C.

5. Once the body is glued 1ogether you will
need to carefully clean the excess glue from
the bed. throat and mouth of the plane using
a small chisel. Be careful not to chip any
wood from around the mouth of the plane, If
you do, fill chip with glue and saw dust and
file back to original shape.

6. You are now in a position o shape the
body of your plane. Figure 3 and 4 are
recommended shapes but you can use your
own design to suit yourself.

Note 1: When shaping the planc casure you
keep the sole of the plane as flat as possible,
and the sides at 907 to the sole of the plane.

Note 2: A saw and rasp to rough out your
shape and a file/sandpaper to refine and
finish is sufficient to achieve this task:
however, a power sander, saw and/or router
would be useful tools in this process.
